SANDPOINT JUNIOR RIFLE CLUB

One of the sports kids can
participate in from November
to April with the BCSA is the
Junior Rifle Club. Open to
youth ages 11 - 20, the club
supplies the special guns and
all else that is needed except
ammo. The ammo can be
regular .22 rounds or
specialized CCI .22 rounds.

i The club operates with the Inland
= Empire Rifle and Pistol Associa-
~ tion and uses the Orion Scoring
System and Targets as a standard.
Students shoot in the Prone, Off-
hand and Kneeling positions at 50
feet. They shoot two targets with
60 shots.

The 1.5” targets have scoring circles from
3-10 and the targets are scored by a computer
that scans the paper targets. This is done for
accuracy and to ease the work of the
supervisors. The Sandpoint club shoots in
competitions against other clubs in Bonners
Ferry, Coeur d’Alene, and Spokane.

Ron Shadel has been the club leader for
years and has several volunteers to assist with
the students each Monday from 6-8 PM at the
Leo Hadley Range during the fall and winter
season. The class is limited to 10 students with
a club fee of $30 for the season.

Orion Scoring System
and Targets
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Man Convicted of Killing Bull Moose in
Kootenai County

A Kellogg man has been convicted of a felony for the
unlawful killing, possession and wasting of a bull
moose near Wolf Lodge Saddle in Kootenai County. A
tip submitted through the Citizens Against Poaching
hotline helped lead to the felony conviction in this
serious wildlife crime in North Idaho.

On Nov. 6, 2024, Raymond A. Black illegally shot and
killed a trophy-class bull moose with a high-powered
rifle while it stood in the middle of a U.S. Forest Service
road. Black did not have a moose tag. Moose are a once
-in-a-lifetime species in Idaho, meaning hunters who
are successful in drawing a tag and harvesting a moose

After killing the moose, Black attempted to load the carcass
into his vehicle but became stuck in the snow. He hiked out
to get help, where he was picked up by two hunters. The
hunters found his story suspicious and noted inconsistencies
in what he told them. Importantly, they also recorded Black’s
[* license plate and quickly submitted the information through
the CAP hotline. When Black returned to his vehicle and got

= it unstuck, he fled—leaving the entire moose to waste.

On July 8, 2025, Black was sentenced in Kootenai County
District Court to:
